Specialist roles, including

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How to gain experience 
Whatever career area you're interested in, finding some short-term paid or voluntary work will improve your 
prospects of getting a graduate job and can give you a valuable insight into how a company or organisation 
operates. Students who gain relevant work experience while studying secure graduate level employment 
quicker after graduating.

Here are 
some ideas that you may want to consider: 

 

¶ Volunteering ʹ this can be a great way to gain industry specific skills and knowledge and will give you 
some great experience to add to your graduate CV.  
 
Volunteering demonstrates commitment and is an excellent way to gain experience in dealing with 
individuals, children, families and caring for vulnerable groups. You can seek opportunities to get 
healthcare experience in your local hospital, doctor's surgery, day centres or schools and nursing 
homes. If you like to work with children, you could volunteer in schools, summer camps, youth clubs 
and local sports teams. Experience of mentoring, counselling, or befriending may also be useful for 
social work and related careers. 

 
Victim support organisations, homeless shelters and mental health charities such as Mind provides 
valuable experience for those hoping to work with vulnerable groups as well as phone line counsellor 
roles for charities such as ChildLine, Nightline or the Samaritans. 

 
If you're interested in alternative approaches to health and healing, you could explore work 
experience within a holistic health practice. Volunteering on a health project in a developing country 
is also valuable career preparation. 

 
Other relevant experience includes working in a community setting or at fitness centres in health 
promotion or getting involved in more wide-ranging community projects at advice centres, 
community centres, churches and other faith communities.
